What is Adopt-A-Ball Field?

Adopt-A-Ball Field is an innovative way for businesses, community groups, or individuals to provide personal support, financial support or professional assistance for the refurbishment and maintenance of Crook County Parks and Recreation District’s (CCPRD) ball fields.

Fields available for adoption:

Les Schwab Field 1, Les Schwab Field 2, Riverside Field 1, Riverside Field 2, Kilowatt Field, Davidson Field, Stryker 2 Field, and Rimrock Field.  Individual fields have various needs, please contact Crook County Parks and Recreation District’s (CCPRD) Maintenance Supervisor for further information.  

Example:  Adopted Ball Field: needs infield refurbishment, pitchers mound rebuilt, sprinkler relocation.  Your time, COST for this project would be?  Professional assistance that could be used would be?

What are the Adopt-A-Field policies?

1. The adopting organization/individual commits to a two-year period for the field of their choice.  At the end of the second year the organization/individual can re-adopt the current field, change fields (if available) or terminate.

Professional Assistance:

1. All professional assistance will be coordinated with the parks Volunteer Coordinator and Maintenance Supervisor.

2. You will receive an annual report showing the projects that your dollars funded.

Cash Donations:

For a duration of one year a cash donation would be $2500.00.  These are the items to choose from: or you can choose to allow CCPRD to spend the money appropriately, and agreed upon by both parties, on the field the group/individual has adopted.  

What do you get in return for your support?

In addition to the personal gratification of knowing that you are helping the youth and adults of your community play ball on safe and well maintained fields; an Adopt-A-Ball Field sign with the sponsoring group/individual name will be placed in an appropriate area of recognition of the efforts for the duration of the adoption. You will also be invited to the annual Crook County Parks and Recreation District’s Volunteer Recognition event.
