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ADOPT-A-PARK PROGRAM

What is Adopt-A-Park Program?

Adopt-A-Park is an innovative way for businesses, community groups, or individuals to provide personal support, financial support, or professional assistance for the refurbishment and maintenance of Crook County Parks and Recreation District’s parks.

Parks Available for Adoption:

Art Guild, Crooked River Park, Firefighter’s Monument, Harwood Park, Creation Station Play Area, Library Park, Mini Park, Ochoco Park – North and South, Pioneer Park, Old Stryker Park, Ward Park, the West Y, and Yellowpine Park.  


Example:  Ochoco Creek Park could be maintained by litter picking, weed-eating, trimming low branches, making note of any graffiti to be reported to the Volunteer Coordinator, and any other duties agreed upon by both parties.  

What are the Adopt-A-Park Policies?

1. The adopting organization/individual commits to a one-year period to the park of the volunteer’s choice.  At the end of the year, the organization/individual can re-adopt the park, change the park of adoption (if available), or terminate.

2. All professional assistance will be coordinated with the District Volunteer Coordinator.

What do you get in return for your support?

In addition to the personal gratification of knowing that you are helping the youth and adults of your community have safe and well-maintained parks; an Adopt-A-Park sign with the sponsoring group/individual name will be placed in an appropriate area for recognition of efforts throughout the duration of adoption. You will also be invited to the annual Crook County Parks and Recreation District’s Volunteer Recognition event.  

How can groups/individuals Adopt-A-Park?

Applications are available at the Crook County Parks and Recreation office, located at 398 NE Fairview Street, Prineville, OR 97754 or phone; 541-447-1209.  You may also email the Volunteer Coordinator – Troy Clarke at recreation@ccprd.org.  After one of those steps is completed, a representative from the district will be calling to set up an appointment with CCPRD’s Volunteer Coordinator regarding this program.
